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Start at Eureka City Hall on K Street between 5th and 6th. Follow numbered stops below & on reverse with detailed descriptions. In parentheses are page numbers from Eureka, an Architectural View, aka “The Green Book”
1. 1331 7th
2. 1426, 1432, and 1438 7th
3. 1235 8th

11. 235 W. Washington

Shaded area on map shows approximate freeway location. 9th and 10th streets between D and I would have been long merge lanes. Overpasses at E, G, H, I, M, and Myrtle across to R & 4th.  As you walk along this route, in addition to looking at the individual houses listed, consider:

7th between L and P

8th between J and L

9th between E and J

10th between E and J

Washington between C and Broadway

All houses in these areas would need to be either demolished or moved, or would be sitting right next to the freeway or an on-off ramp.
1. 1331 7th Street 1875 (p. 33) Two story Italianate, the Gilmore House. Stepped masses covered in rusticated shiplap, two story slanted bay, segmentally arched windows with bracketed hood moldings and two over two double hung sash. Paired brackets at cornice. Barn (1905) at rear converted to residence.

2. 1426 (1904), 1432 (1904), and 1438 (1903), 7th between O & P (p. 145) Single story frame Colonial Revival / Queen Anne cottage triplets.
3. 1235 8th Street, corner N, 1902, (p.146). Two story Queen Anne with corner tower, shingles, and large veranda

4. 708 K Street, First Christian Church complex, 1929 (p. 89) designed by Franklin Georgeson in a Craftsman style but with Gothic Revival inspiration. Georgeson also designed a similar church in Arcata (on H?)
5. 703 8th Street, between H and I, Humboldt Historical Society, 1902 (p.92) Colonial Revival owned, built, and lived in by Dr. Reuben Gross & family until recently. Large gable sheltering the porch has a highly unusual coved end in which an arched cut-out leads to a recessed porch. Note the barrel vaulted dormer and bowed bay on the south.
6. 933 I Street, corner of 10th, 1883 (p. 64) Small cottage with high, truncated mansard roof of the Second Empire style, combined with Eastlake details on the porch of turned posts, curved scroll and brackets, and Italianate bracketed hood moldings on the windows. Note the frieze with cutouts and applied decorations.
7. 1018 H Street,  between 10th and 11th, 1930 (p. 112) as a WPA project, Beaux Arts design, an imposing Art Deco Veteran’s Memorial. Rectangular and curbed masses intersect in a hierarchical fashion that makes the building human in scale. Fluted columns flank recessed center porch, windows on either side fixed pane with casement set into recessed concrete frames, recessed spandrel panel with a carved horizontal decorative panel above. Similar wider band at upper cornice below a polygonal dome.
8. 904 G Street, corner 9th,  1892 (p.62) by Eureka designer and contractor James Simpson, this elaborate Queen Anne / Eastlake house, purchased by John M. Vance in 1903. Three-story polygonal tower with tent roof and pinnacle dominates the house. Two identical square bays intersect the truncated hipped roof, which once featured a widow’s walk. Half-round pediments are filled with carved organic ornament. Coffered panel, dentil moldings, brackets, and foliate belt courses. The entry porch has extensive Eastlake decoration of paired turned columns, pierced screens, spindlework, brackets, and a scroll pediment motif that is repeated in the window on the second story.
9. 944 and 1000 F Street, between 9th and 11th, built in 1892 (p. 169) Twin, single story Queen Anne cottages. 1000 F St, the Annie B. Ryan house, has been boarded up since 1978 and was owned by CalTrans until 2003, when it was sold thru the City of Eureka to the Ink People Center for the Arts. Future home of the Whimsy Garden, and a historic preservation project  for CR’s program.
10. 1000 B Street, corner Grant, Jefferson School built 1941 (p. 111) a fine Streamline Moderne designed by Matson & Hurd. OPTIONAL TO CONTINUE AT THIS POINT. Down Washington Street to Broadway and back; this section of Washington and the blocks on each side would be FREEWAY.
11. 235 W. Washington, corner Summer, built 1890 (p.70) Thompson House, modest one story Stick / Eastlake cottage. Entrance recessed behind Eastlake porch with convex roof. Hipped roof, slanted bay projections, with a single centered dormer with sawn bargeboard above. Heavily articulated frames surround the one over one double hung sash windows. A vertically paneled frieze and curved brackets at the cornice.
